


How to Use the Farm Map

1 Think about what you want to purchase, then refer to the 
Seasonality Guide on the opposite page. (Availability can 

        vary by as much as two weeks depending on weather.) 

2 Open the guide all the way until you are looking at the map and farm listings.

3 Check the Product Guide for farms that carry the products you want, 
then see listings for details and the map for general locations.

4 Call the farms before visiting, as farmers are busy folks. They will appreciate 
serious inquiries, and are usually happy to set up appointments.

5 Tell farms that you saw them in the farm map!

6 Use your farm map often, and pass extras along to 
friends or places where they will get picked up!
